
RETRIEVER UPDATE: The Retrievers fell to 1-3 in the conference as Northeastern was able to pull
away late and take a 58-52 victory at UMBC RAC Arena
last Saturday night.  UMBC was within three points at
55-52, but a Maralene Zwarich jumper in the lane with
13 seconds left on the clock and the shot clock wind-
ing down sealed the Huskies win.  Matea Pender for
UMBC finished with her sixth 20-point or more per-
formance of the year with 20 points and six rebounds
while Brittnie Hughes had her second consecutive dou-
ble digit performance at 10 points and five assists.
Pender in conference play is averaging 17.0 ppg.  

ALBANY UPDATE: The Great Danes sport the exact
same record as the Retrievers as both team’s look to
keep pace with the top portion of the conference.
Albany enters the game coming off a loss to Maine, 57-
42.  The Great Danes conference win was against
Northeastern, 67-64 in overtime.  Danielle Hutcheson
leads the Great Danes with 14.5 ppg and 8.8 rpg.
Maree Jones is averaging 12.8 ppg and Jen
Schumacher is averaging 10.7 ppg this year.

Against Albany
* UMBC and Albany will meet for the third time in their
all-time history as the Great Danes last year swept the
two-game season series with the Retrievers.  Last
year’s meeting at RAC Arena was the first meeting
ever between the two programs as Albany owns the
all-time series 2-0.

Match-up Notes
*  After allowing 22 second chance points against
Northeastern and 17 offensive rebounds, the
Retrievers will have to deal with the conference’s top
offensive rebounding club in Albany, as the Great
Danes are averaging a league-high 15.0 offensive
rebounds.

Retrievers Aim For 200th D-I Win
* The UMBC Women’s Basketball program is on the
verge of winning their 200th game during their 19-year
Division-I history.  The Retrievers last win over Boston
U. put them at 199 career win since turning D-I at the
start of the 1986-87 season.

Pender Tallies’ 6th 20-point performance of the
Year
*  Matea Pender tallied her sixth 20-plus point per-
formance of the year with 20 points and six rebounds
against Northeastern.  Pender has nine double-digit
performances on the year with six of them atleast 20-
points or more and one in which she tallied 30 points.

Double-Double
* Matea Pender recorded UMBC’s first double-double
since Shalayna Johnson (1999-2003) scored 37 points
and 10 rebounds against Quinnipiac on Mar. 1, 2003.
Pender finished with 12 points and 12 rebounds against
Boston University.  Pender’s 12 rebounds is the first
time this season a Retriever has hit double-digits in
rebounds as well.

Pender Top Three-Point Shooter In Nation
* Matea Pender in the latest NCAA statistics which run
thru games as of Jan. 10, 2005, leads the nation in
three-point percentage at 62.5 percent.  Entering this
week the junior guard/forward is shooting 59.6 per-
cent from outside the arc.  

Block Party
* UMBC in their last six games has 19 blocks as a team,
10 from Sharri Rohde.  Rohde set a career-high four
blocks against Boston U, topping her old career high of
three set at Towson earlier this year.  

Pender’s lead
*  In UMBC’s six wins this season Matea Pender is aver-
aging 19.2 ppg, shooting 54.7 percent from the field
(41-of-75) and 64.7 percent from three-point range
(22-of-34).  In four of those six games Pender has
scored 20 or more points.  In games lost Pender is
averaging 11.7 ppg.

No Rest For Rohde
* Sharri Rohde took a break for the first time in con-
ference play as Rohde prior to Northeastern played all
40 minutes for the Retrievers  in the previous three
games.  Rohde got into some foul trouble early and
was forced to sit seven minutes in the first half.  She
came out and played the whole second half for UMBC
for 33 minutes in the game. 

Starters Staying In
* UMBC’s starting line-up that has featured Erin Voss,
Matea Pender, Sharri Rohde, Brittnie Hughes and
Heather Luttrell have accounted for 86.6 percent of
UMBC’s minutes in their four conference games.  Out
of 20 starts combined in the four games, seven times
a player has not left the game, going all 40 minutes.

* UMBC as a team leads the conference in field goal
percentage, three-point field goals made and assists.
Matea Pender is the league leader in three-point per-
centage and three-point field goals made.

Retrievers Open Conference Home Slate With
Win...UMBC won their first home conference
game for the first time in six years with their
win over BU, 59-51.  UMBC’s last conference win
in their home opener prior to last Wednesday
night was a 62-54 victory over UNC Asheville in
1998, UMBC’s last year in the Big South
Conference.  

Pender joins 30-point night club...Matea
Pender had a career night for UMBC at Stony
Brook, scoring a career-high 30 points against
the Seawolves on 7-of-15 shooting from the
field and 6-of-8 shooting from three-point
range.  Pender’s 30-points  rank tied for 11th on
UMBC’s all-time single-game points scored
chart.  The last time a UMBC player hit 30-
points in a game was Shalayna Johnson on March
1, 2003 when she set the school record with 37
against Quinnipiac.  

Long Range Shooters...UMBC is becoming well
known for their three-point shooting as they
lead the league once again in three-point field
goals per game.  The Retrievers are averaging
7.08 treys per game, tops in the AE charts.
UMBC last year set new America East records in
their first season in the conference from behind
the arc, recording the conference’s all-time
best three-point field goals made mark at 194
for the season and the attempted mark as well
at 578.  Matea Pender leads UMBC with 34
treys, a 2.62 per game average.

Pender Named America East Co-Player of the
Week For Second Time This Season...UMBC
junior Matea Pender was named America East
Co-Player of the Week for the week ending Dec.
12, 2004.  Pender had a stellar week for the
Retrievers dropping double-digits in three-con-
secutive games to up her streak to six-straight
double-digit performances and scored her third
and fourth 20-plus point performances of the
year.

Retrievers Go With Pender…UMBC is following
the lead of junior Matea Pender as the
Retrievers are 6-3 in games Pender has scored
double-digits.  In UMBC wins, Pender is averag-
ing 19.2 ppg, shooting 54.7 percent (41-of-75)
from the field and 64.7 percent (22-of-34) from
three-point range.  Pender already has six 20-
point plus performances, topping last season’s
one 20-point performance the entire year.
Courtney Doughman produced that perform-
ance with a 22-point effort against Albany.    

Retrievers Dial Long Distance…UMBC's 11
three-point baskets against Lafayette and their
11 versus Morgan State was three treys off their
school record of 14 set by the Retrievers last
year at Northeastern.  UMBC has hit double-dig-
its in three-point field goals made on three
occasions this season.  

Retrievers Showing Unselfish Play…UMBC as a
team recorded 20 assists or more in four games
this season, eclipsing their total amount of
assists in any one game all of last year with 21
in each of the first two.  Against Lafayette
UMBC set a season-high 23 assists as a team.
Leading the way is Brittnie Hughes with 49
assists on the season and Sharri Rohde with 48.
UMBC's school record for team assists in a game
is 27.  The Retrievers are averaging 16.08 assists
per game, ranking first in the America East
