
RETRIEVER UPDATE: The Retrievers defeated Binghamton in their last outing by a final 60-56 as the
game pitted two of the top conference scorers against
one another in Matea Pender and Rachel Laws.  Both
showed their ability early as Pender scored five of
UMBC’s first seven points and Laws all six of
Binghamton’s opening points.  The Retrievers, behind
seven points from Pender and Heather Luttrell in the
first half jumped out to a 24-14 halftime lead.  The
Bearcats came back in the second half to take the lead
at one point but two free throws by Brittnie Hughes
with 19 seconds left gave UMBC their four-point win.
Pender finished with a game-high 19 points while
Hughes off the bench scored 14 points and Luttrell fin-
ished with 10.  

MAINE UPDATE: The Black Bears entered the season
as the preseason favorite to repeat as conference
champions and are out to a 4-2 start in league play.  In
their latest outing, the Black Bears topped
Northeastern 68-65behind 17 points from Kim Corbitt
and 16 from Bracey Barker and Missy Traversi.

Against Maine
* UMBC and Maine will meet for the third time in their
all-time history as the Black Bears last year swept the
two-game season series with the Retrievers.  Last
year’s meeting was the first meeting ever between the
two programs as Maine owns the all-time series 2-0.

Match-up Notes
*  UMBC and Maine are two of the best shooting teams
according to the America East Charts as both squads
sport a 41.9 shooting percentage heading into the
match-up.  Both team’s also rank tied in assist-to-
turnover ratio with the Retrievers and Black Bears
holding a 0.96 ratio.   

Retrievers Capture 200th D-I Win
* The UMBC Women’s Basketball program won their
200th game during their 19-year Division-I history.  The
Retrievers last win over Binghamton put them at 200
career win since turning D-I at the start of the 1986-
87 season.

Pender Top Three-Point Shooter In Nation For Third
Week In A Row
* Matea Pender in the latest NCAA statistics which run
thru games as of Jan. 24, 2005, leads the nation in
three-point percentage at 56.9 percent.  It is the third
week in a row this season that Pender has led the
NCAA in three-point field goal percentage.  Pender
heading into the week has made 37-of-65 from three-
point land.  In games won this year Matea has convert-
ed 24 of her 37 total three-pointers on the year.  

Rohde Drops Career High
*  Sharri Rohde scored a career-high 18 points in
UMBC’s latest outing against Albany, topping her old
mark of 17 points set her freshman year against Loyola
(Md.).  Rohde went 5-of-8 from the field and connect-
ed on 6-of-6 from the charity stripe.  Rohde over the
last five is averaging 11.0 ppg with seven three-point
baskets.  

Pender On Four-Game Double-Digit Streak
*  Matea Pender is on a four-game double-digit scoring
streak after dropping 19 points in her latest outing.
The junior guard/forward over the last four games is
averaging 16.0 ppg.

Pender Tallies’ 6th 20-point Performance of the
Year
*  Matea Pender tallied her sixth 20-plus point per-
formance of the year with 20 points and six rebounds
against Northeastern.  Pender has nine double-digit
performances on the year with six of them atleast 20-
points or more and one in which she tallied 30 points.

Double-Double
* Just two games after recording UMBC’s first double-
double since Shalayna Johnson (1999-2003) scored 37
points and 10 rebounds against Quinnipiac on Mar. 1,
2003, Matea Pender recorded second one of the sea-
son against Albany with 13 points and 11 rebounds.
Pender finished with 12 points and 12 rebounds against
Boston University two games prior.  Pender’s 12
rebounds is a career-high for her.

Block Party
* UMBC in their six conference games have 12 blocks
as a team, seven from Sharri Rohde.  Rohde set a
career-high four blocks against Boston U, topping her
old career high of three set at Towson earlier this year.  

Pender’s lead
*  In UMBC’s seven wins this season Matea Pender is
averaging 19.1 ppg, shooting 53.5 percent from the
field (46-of-86) and 64.9 percent from three-point
range (24-of-37).  In four of those six games Pender
has scored 20 or more points.  In games lost Pender is
averaging 11.9 ppg.

Hatten Returns To Starting Line-Up
* Freshman Morgan Hatten returned to the starting
line-up against Binghamton for the first time since
Dec. 7 with her start against Radford.  The Retrievers,
who had a streak of 33 consecutive games with a
freshman starting prior to not starting one on Dec. 9
at Lafayette.

Senior Tyecia Powell Out For Remainder Of Season
* Senior Tyecia Powell suffered a season ending knee
injury at Albany and will miss the remainder of her
senior year.  Powell, a 5-11 center, started all 19 con-
ference games last year but has been limited in her
action prior to her injury this season.

Retrievers Open Conference Home Slate
With Win...UMBC won their first home con-
ference game for the first time in six years
with their win over BU, 59-51.  UMBC’s last
conference win in their home opener prior to
last Wednesday night was a 62-54 victory
over UNC Asheville in 1998, UMBC’s last year
in the Big South Conference.  

Pender joins 30-point night club...Matea
Pender had a career night for UMBC at Stony
Brook, scoring a career-high 30 points against
the Seawolves on 7-of-15 shooting from the
field and 6-of-8 shooting from three-point
range.  Pender’s 30-points  rank tied for 11th
on UMBC’s all-time single-game points scored
chart.  The last time a UMBC player hit 30-
points in a game was Shalayna Johnson on
March 1, 2003 when she set the school record
with 37 against Quinnipiac.  

Pender Named America East Co-Player of
the Week For Second Time This
Season...UMBC junior Matea Pender was
named America East Co-Player of the Week
for the week ending Dec. 12, 2004.  Pender
had a stellar week for the Retrievers drop-
ping double-digits in three-consecutive
games to up her streak to six-straight double-
digit performances and scored her third and
fourth 20-plus point performances of the
year. Pender on the week shot 58.3 percent
from the floor (21-of-36) and an outstanding
72.2 percent from three-point range (13-of-
18). Against Lafayette she tallied a career-
high six made three-point baskets (6-of-8),
netting 22-points, and followed that up going

5-of-6 from behind the arc two nights later
against American as she led UMBC with 25-
points.  

Retrievers Go With Pender…UMBC is follow-
ing the lead of junior Matea Pender as the
Retrievers are 7-4 in games Pender has
scored double-digits.  In UMBC wins, Pender
is averaging 19.1 ppg, shooting 53.5 percent
(46-of-86) from the field and 64.9 percent
(24-of-37) from three-point range.  Pender
has six 20-point plus performances, topping
last season’s one 20-point performance the
entire year.  Courtney Doughman produced
that performance with a 22-point effort
against Albany.
