Against Binghamton

* UMBC broke into the all-time series with a 50-46 win
in the first meeting this year. Binghamton swept both
games last year against the Retrievers, including tak-
ing a 60-55 overtime win on the Retrievers home
court. Binghamton leads the all-time series 2-1

Match-up Notes

* The Retrievers versus Binghamton match-up has
become one of the closest conference match-ups for
the Retrievers as UMBC lost in overtime two meetings
ago by five and took the first meeting this season with
a four-point victory. UMBC’s Matea Pender ranks fifth
in the conference scoring standings while the
Bearcats’ Rachel Laws ranks sixth with 14.6 ppg.

Last Meeting

* The Retrievers last win before their six game slide
came against the Bearcats as UMBC pulled off a 50-46
win on the road at Binghamton’s Events Center. Matea
Pender scored a game-high 19 points and Brittnie
Hughes, in her only game she did not start this season,
came off the bench to tally 14 points on 6-of-9 shoot-
ing. Heather Luttrell also hit double-digits with 10
points. Binghamton was led by Rachel Laws and Laura
Sario with 11 points each.

Pender And Rohde Coming On Strong Over Last
Three

* Over the last three games Matea Pender and Sharri
Rohde have come on strong for the Retrievers as
Pender is averaging 20.3 ppg and Rohde averaging 10.0
ppg. The two have combined for 53.2 percent of the
Retrievers scoring over the last three. Pender has
been shooting just over her season long average out-
side the three-point arc at 52.2 percent (12-of-23)
with 7.7 rpg. Rohde is 50.0 percent from the field and
has four blocks, 11 assists and five steals during that
span.

Pender Falls From Top Spot But Still Among Nation’s
Leaders

* Matea Pender in the latest NCAA statistics which run
thru games as of Feb. 13, 2005, fell from her top spot

as the nation’s leader in three-point percentage.
Pender led the nation in three-point field goal per-
centage for five straight weeks and enters this week
shooting 52.0 percent from the field at 53-of-102,
ranking third in the nation.

Goncharova’s Career-Day

* Anastasia Goncharova recorded career numbers
against New Hampshire, posting 33 points on 9-of-10
shooting from the three-point arc and 12-of-13 from
the field. Goncharova finished last week shooting
78.9 percent from the field (15-of-19) and 73.3 per-
cent from three-point range (11-of-15) for a 20.5 ppg
average.

Goncharova’s Day

-Nine three-point baskets ties conference mark
for treys in a game.

-Nine three-point baskets is one off the UMBC
record for three-pointers in a game. Jami Lange holds
the UMBC record of 10 set on Feb. 22, 1999 against
Long Island.

-Nine Three-point field goals in the most treys
connected in the least amount of attempts (10).

-33 points scored is most by a UMBC women’s
basketball player off the bench.

-33 points scored is the sixth most points scored
in a game in Retriever women’s basketball program
history.

Getting Ahead

* UMBC has had trouble after falling behind this year
showing their need to get ahead early on. UMBC when
trailing at halftime is 1-10 this year and are 0-10 when
trailing with 10 minutes left in the game. The
Retrievers are 6-3 when leading with 10 and five min-
utes left in the game and 5-3 when leading at half-
time, showing the ability to sustain leads once ahead.

Pender’s lead

* In UMBC’s seven wins this season Matea Pender is
averaging 19.1 ppg, shooting 53.5 percent from the
field (46-of-86) and 64.9 percent from three-point
range (24-of-37). In four of those six games Pender
has scored 20 or more points. In games lost Pender is
averaging 12.9 ppg.

Pender had a stellar week for the
Retrievers dropping double-digits in three-con-
secutive games to up her streak to six-straight
double-digit performances and scored her third
and fourth 20-plus point performances of the
year. Pender on the week shot 58.3 percent
from the floor (21-of-36) and an outstanding
72.2 percent from three-point range (13-of-18).
