
RETRIEVER UPDATE: The Retrievers dropped their final home game of the season to Hartford 59-43 last Saturday
afternoon at UMBC RAC Arena.  UMBC’s Sharri Rohde tallied a game-high 15 as she increased her double-digit scor-
ing streak five-consecutive games and six out of the last seven.  Rohde finished as the only player in the game with
double-digits as the Hawks produced a well balanced attack, finishing with seven players with six or more points,
including Danielle Hood and Liz Stich leading the way with
nine points each off the bench.  Hartford’s bench outscored
UMBC, 22-13.  UMBC stayed close with the Hawks in the first
half, never allowing Hartford to go up by more than four
points after breaking a 10-10 tie.  Hartford, with a free throw
by Danielle Matulis, took an 11-10 lead at the 10:24 mark in
the first half and never relinquished that lead in the game.
Hartford took a 21-18 lead into halftime.  Out of the break
Hartford built a strong lead with a 15-6 run and were able
weather UMBC the rest of the way.  

WILDCAT UPDATE: New Hampshire continued to roll on the
season with a 74-58 win over Stony Brook on the road last
Saturday.  The Wildcats, who have won six of their last nine
and sit tied for third place in the conference standings, had
four players score double-digits, including Danielle Clark with
13 points and 11 rebounds.  Clark on the season ranks second
in scoring at 10.0 ppg while Lindsay Adams is averaging 11.6
ppg.      In conference play Adams is averaging 12.3 ppg and
4.7 rpg.

QUICK HITS:

Against New Hampshire
* UMBC trails New Hampshire in the all-time series 2-
1 with their only win in the lone meeting at New
Hampshire last year as the Retrievers came away with
a 48-47 win.  New Hampshire won the first meeting
this season over UMBC to break the series tie of 1-1.

Match-up Notes
*  The match-up features one of the best conference
home teams this year as New Hampshire is 6-2 in
league play on their home court.  Home wins have
included Vermont, Albany and conference leader
Maine, dealing the Black Bears one of two league loss-
es this season.  UMBC, on the other hand, is 1-7 in
league play away from home.  The Retrievers lone
road win was at Binghamton.

Last Meeting
*  UMBC’s Anastasia Goncharova tallied her career-high
night of 33 points on 9-of-10 shooting from outside the
arc against New Hampshire earlier this year.
Goncharova’s 33 points, however, were not enough as
the Wildcats came away with a 73-61 win.  UMBC
allowed UNH to go on a 13-0 run to start the first half
and a 14-0 run to begin the second, digging two holes
that were to much to overcome.  

UMBC Takes On Top-Four In Conference Down The
Stretch
*  The way the league is panning out this year UMBC
has drawn the short straw heading into the final four
games of the season of playing the top-four teams in
the conference standings, almost in exact ascending
order.  When UMBC faced Vermont the Catamounts
ranked fourth in the conference standings.   UMBC
than played host to Hartford, who ranks second in the
conference, and concludes the season at New
Hampshire (third) and Maine (first).  

Rohde Leads League In Free Throw Percentage In
Conference Play
* Sophomore Sharri Rohde leads the league in free
throw percentage in conference play, having hit 36-of-
41 attempts from the charity stripe over the league’s
first 16 games.  Rohde is an impressive 87.8 percent
from the free throw line, including a career-high 8-of-
8 free throws in the second meeting against
Binghamton this season.  

Rohde Emerging As Defensive Specialist
* Sophomore Sharri Rohde, who normally garners the
task of guarding the opponent’s top player, has

emerged as a defensive force.  Rohde currently ranks
in overall America East statistics in 7th place in steals
at 1.76 spg and 5th in block shots at 1.04 bpg.  In
America East Conference games Rohde is third in
steals at 1.81 spg and ranks 6th in blocks at 1.06 bpg.
Last week Rohde recorded six blocks including tying a
career-high with four against Vermont.

Pender Ranks Fourth In Nation Three-Point Field
Goal Percentage Chart
* Matea Pender in the latest NCAA statistics which run
thru games as of Feb. 28, 2005, dropped to fourth in
three-point percentage.  Pender led the nation in
three-point field goal percentage for five straight
weeks and enters this week shooting 48.4 percent
from the field at 60-of-124.  

Getting Ahead
*  UMBC has had trouble after falling behind this year
showing their need to get ahead early on.  UMBC when
trailing at halftime is 1-12 this year and are 0-12 when
trailing with 10 minutes left in the game.  The
Retrievers are 7-3 when leading with five minutes left
in the game and 6-4 when leading at halftime, show-
ing the ability to sustain leads once ahead. 

Pender’s lead
*  In UMBC’s eight wins this season Matea Pender is
averaging 19.0 ppg, shooting 52.9 percent from the
field (55-of-99) and 65.9 percent from three-point
range (29-of-44).  In four of those eight games Pender
has scored 20 or more points.  In games lost Pender is
averaging 12.2 ppg.

40 Minute Nights
*  In 12 of UMBC’s 16 conference games at least one
player has played 40 minutes.  Sharri Rohde leads
UMBC with six 40-minute nights on the season while
Matea Pender and Brittnie Hughes have logged all the
minutes on five occasions this season. 

Rohde Carrying Five Game Double-Digit Scoring
Streak
*  Sophomore Sharri Rohde has been coming into her
own on the offensive end as of late as she carries a
five-game double-digit scoring streak into the game
against UNH.  Rohde, who has 11 double-digit per-
formances this season, has hit the mark in six of her
last seven games, including a 16-point performance
against Stony Brook.

Double-Double...Mate Pender tallied her fourth
double-double of the year with 14 points and 11
rebounds against Vermont on Feb. 23.  Pender’s
first double-double of the season came against
Boston U., in the first meeting this season.  That
double-double marked UMBC’s first double-dou-
ble since Shalayna Johnson (1999-2003) scored 37
points and 10 rebounds against Quinnipiac on
Mar. 1, 2003.  Matea Pender recorded her second
one of the season against Albany with 13 points
and 11 rebounds two games following that per-
formance.  Pender in the second meeting with
Boston U., recorded her third double-double of
the season with 24 points and 12 rebounds.
