
RETRIEVER UPDATE: The Retrievers rallied from a 16-point deficit in the second half to take the lead at 40-39 over
New Hampshire only to fall short in the closing minutes by a final score of 56-51.  With under 30 seconds remaining
UMBC had two great looks at the basket to tie or take the lead as Sharri Rohde and Heather Luttrell missed three-
point opportunities.  The Retrievers received 33 points off the bench including a game and career-high 20 points
from freshman Amanda Robinson.  The 6’2” center dropped 9-
of-15 baskets and led the Retriever rally in the second half  en
route to her career-high performance.  Robinson added five
rebounds, one block and a steal.  Anastasia Goncharova scored
seven points and Courtney Doughman chipped in six points off
the bench as well.  Sharri Rohde recorded a career-high nine
assists in the game to go with six rebounds and four points.  

BLACK BEAR UPDATE: Maine has captured the America East
Regular season title for the third consecutive year and holds
the No. 1 seed heading into the conference championship
tournament next week at Hartford.  Maine most recently took
out Hartford by a final of 76-59 as Bracey Barker scored 23 and
Missy Traversi tallied 21 points to lead the Black Bears.  On the
season Maine is led by Traversi with 13.4 ppg and Barker with
a 12.0 ppg average.  Maine receives a first round bye in the
tournament and plays the winner of the No. 8 and No. 9 game.

Who’s Up Next: The Retrievers travel the University of
Hartford for the America East Conference Championships.
UMBC, whose opponent is yet to be determined, will play at
the 8:30 p.m. game on Wednesday, March 9, 2005.

Against Maine
* UMBC has yet to ink a win against the Black Bears and
makes their first trip to Orono, Maine in the program’s
history.  UMBC and Maine last year played at the
Augusta Civic Center where the Black Bears topped
UMBC 61-35.  Maine won the first meeting ever last
year at UMBC by a final of 60-45 and the first one this
season 62-46 and owns the series 3-0.  Maine averages
61 ppg in the three meetings.

Match-up Notes
*  The match-up takes on different meaning for the
Black Bears as Maine says good-bye to four seniors on
Senior Night.  Among the seniors is Missy Traversi who
leads the team in scoring at 13.4 ppg.  Both teams
have locked up their spots for the America East
Tournament with the Retrievers playing on Wednesday
night at 8:30 p.m. and Maine on Thursday at 2:30 p.m.

Last Meeting
*  Maine jumped out to a 33-23 lead at halftime and
followed the lead of Bracey Baker with 22 points for a
62-46 win at UMBC’s RAC Arena.  In the opening min-
utes of the second half UMBC cut the Black Bears lead
to three with a quick 7-0 run but Maine regained their
double-digit lead by the 12:16 mark and were able to
hold off any more Retriever surges.  Matea Pender
scored a game-high 13 points to lead UMBC.

Conference Championship Picture Coming Into
Focus
*  With one remaining game left in the America East
Regular season the America East Conference champi-
onship bracket is beginning to take shape with four
spots known.  The top-three seeds are locked into
position with Maine No. 1, Harford No. 2 and New
Hampshire No. 3.  UMBC will play in the opening round
game against the No. 7 seed next Wednesday at 8:30
p.m.  Possible Retriever opponents include Vermont,
Northeastern and Stony Brook.  Stony Brook and
Northeastern play on Saturday and Vermont and
Binghamton play each other as well.  If Vermont loses
and Northeastern wins, UMBC will play Vermont.  If
Northeastern wins and Vermont wins, the Retrievers
will play Northeastern.  If Stony Brook wins UMBC will
play the Seawolves in the first round.

Freshman Robinson Emerging Over Last Four
*  Freshman Amanda Robinson has been emerging over
the last four games as the 6’2” center has come off
the bench to average 10.0 ppg, including a career-high
20 points against New Hampshire.  Robinson against

Albany tallied 13 points and eight rebounds in that
contest.  Robinson is shooting 51.4 percent making 18-
of-35 field goals and is averaging 4.8 rpg.  

UMBC Takes On Top-Three In Conference Down The
Stretch
*  The way the league is panning out this year UMBC
has drawn the short straw heading into the final three
games of the season with having to play the top-three
teams in the conference standings.  UMBC has faced
Hartford (No. 2) and New Hampshire (No. 3) in their
last two games and travel to Maine to play the No. 1
ranked Black Bears.  

Rohde Emerging As Defensive Specialist
* Sophomore Sharri Rohde, who normally garners the
task of guarding the opponent’s top player, has
emerged as a defensive force.  Rohde entering the
week ranked in overall America East statistics in 7th
place in steals at 1.76 spg and 5th in block shots at
1.04 bpg.  In America East Conference games Rohde is
third in steals at 1.81 spg and ranks 6th in blocks at
1.06 bpg.  Last week Rohde recorded six blocks includ-
ing tying a career-high with four against Vermont.

Pender Ranks Fourth In Nation Three-Point Field
Goal Percentage Chart
* Matea Pender in the latest NCAA statistics which run
thru games as of Feb. 28, 2005, dropped to fourth in
three-point percentage.  Pender led the nation in
three-point field goal percentage for five straight
weeks and enters this week shooting 48.4 percent
from the field at 60-of-124.  

40 Minute Nights
*  In 13 of UMBC’s 17 conference games at least one
player has played 40 minutes.  Sharri Rohde leads
UMBC with seven 40-minute nights on the season while
Matea Pender and Brittnie Hughes have logged all the
minutes on five occasions this season.  Rohde has
played all 40 minutes 11 times in her career. 

Getting Ahead
*  UMBC has had trouble after falling behind this year
showing their need to get ahead early on.  UMBC when
trailing at halftime is 1-13 this year and are 0-12 when
trailing with 10 minutes left in the game.  The
Retrievers are 7-3 when leading with five minutes left
in the game and 6-4 when leading at halftime, show-
ing the ability to sustain leads once ahead.
