Game Notes: UMBC against Butler is the Retrievers 10th game of the season and fifth on the
road. The game marks the first meeting between the two programs but not the first meeting
between the two head coaches. UMBC head coach Phil Stern and Butler head coach Beth
Couture are familiar foes at the Division Il level. Stern coached USC-Aiken while Couture was
at the helm of Presbyterian as the two met on multiple occasions. Both left for their respec-
tive Division | programs the same year. Butler and UMBC in their last game played placed five
players in double-figures. It was the second time this season for Butler and UMBC'’s first time
this season.

Retriever Quick Shots ...

® UMBC’s Indiana girls put on a show in front of some family and friends against IPFW, combining for 31
points in the game. Kristin Drabyn scored a career-high 14 points, all in the second half. Sharri Rohde
tallied 10 points while Heather Luttrell dropped seven points in the game. The trio shot a combined 63.1
percent from the field, making 12-o0f-19 shots.

® UMBC is finding its long range shooting as of late. Known for its ability to shoot the trey, UMBC over the
last three games is shooting 47.3 percent from outside the arc, going 26-0f-55. Senior Matea Pender
leads UMBC as the Retriever guard is shooting 73.3 percent, making 11-of-15 attempts.

® Brittnie Hughes’ entered this week ranking 30th in the nation and first in the conference in assists per
game at 5.62 as of games through Dec. 19. NCAA national statistics are released every Tuesday after-
noon. Hughes recorded six assists her last time out and is averaging 5.7 apg, first in the AE standings.

® UMBC also in the last released NCAA statistics ranked sixth in the nation with 19.6 apg and 28th in field
goal percentage defense, holding opponents to 35.0 percent from the field. UMBC enters this game at
19.67 apg and holding opponents to 35.7 percent shooting from the field.

® The UMBC bench, which was held to two points against Drexel for its lowest output this season,

bounced back against IPFW, scoring 33 points against IPFW. Matea Pender scored 13 points off the
bench while Morgan Hatten tallied 10 points. UMBC is averaging 16.8 ppg and led Hatten with 4.8 ppg.
Nicole Dixon leads the UMBC bench on the boards at 3.2 rpg.

® UMBC has been very efficient from the field to date this season with the Retrievers shooting 46.2 per-
cent. UMBC has yet to shoot below 40.0 percent in a game this season, including shooting a season-high
54.5 percent against IPFW, making 30-of-55 attempts from the field.

® UMBC in the final five minutes of its nine games this season has turned over the ball a 11 times, aver-
aging 1.2 turnovers per game in the final five minutes. During that same span of time, UMBC has hand-
ed out 22 assists and holds a 2.0 assist to turnover ratio.

Lending a helping hand...UMBC leads the
America East Conference for the second consec-
utive season in assists per game and ranks sixth
in the NCAA Statistics through games Dec. 19,
2005.
