UMBC was led by 11 points from SShhaarrrrii  RRoohhddee.  MMaatteeaa  PPeennddeerr was
held to her lowest output of the season at six points, breaking a
stretch of seven double-digit performances and three consecutive
20-plus point nights.   Pender leads three Retrievers in double fig-
ures on the year with 15.4 ppg.  BBrriittttnniiee  HHuugghheess ranks second at
10.7 ppg followed AAmmaannddaa  RRoobbiinnssoonn at 10.2 ppg.

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Senior Matea  Pender  was held to a season-low six points against Vermont in her last outing, breaking
a streak of seven-consecutive double digit games and three straight 20-plus point nights.  Pender has
recorded double figures in 12 of the Retrievers’ 14 games this season.  Pender has recorded 20-plus
points four times this season, including a season-high 24 points against Boston U.   Pender for her career
has 40 career double figure games.

Senior Matea  Pender, who last year led the nation in three-point field goal percentage for the majority
of the year and finished the year third in the country at 48.3 percent, has climbed into the nations stand-
ing to a 15th ranking as of game through Jan. 9, 2006.  Pender currently is averaging 47.9 percent from
outside the arc, making 35-of-73 three-point field goals.  Of Pender’s total field goals, 45.4 percent come
from outside the arc.  

UMBC in the last released NCAA statistics as of games through Jan. 9, 2006, ranked fifth in the nation
with 18.9 apg and 31st in three-point field goals made at 6.8 per game.   The NCAA Statistics are released
every Tuesday afternoon.  

UMBC against Hartford is the second of three straight road conference games, the middle of four out of
five road games to start league play and part of an eight of nine road game stretch.  UMBC between Dec.
10 and Jan. 25 will have played eight games away from home, compared to one home game.    

The second installment of "America East On Campus" will showcase a feature on the UMBC women's
basketball team.  The second show will debut on New England Sports Network (NESN) January 16 at 6:30
p.m. in a 30-minute window between two Atlantic Coast Conference basketball games, followed by a broad-
cast on Cox Sports Television at 9 p.m. NESN will re-air the show on January 17 at 6:30 p.m. and again on
January 29 at 2:30 p.m. Time Warner Cable in Albany and Time Warner Cable in Binghamton will also
broadcast the show in the month January with programming times and dates to be announced.  Please
check America East's online schedule for the latest programming information. A streaming video will also
be available through the internet via America East All Access, provided by CSTV. 

Retriever  Quick  Shots  ...

Game  Notes:  UMBC against Hartford is the Retrievers 15th game of the season, fourth in the America East
Conference and ninth on the road.   The game marks the sixth all-time meeting between the two programs
with Hartford holding a 4-1 all-time advantage.  UMBC’s only win against the Hawks came on the Retrievers’
home court in their inaugural year of America East play.  Hartford has won the last three including sweep-
ing the season series last year.  Last year Hartford jumped out on top of UMBC early, taking a 38-13 lead
at halftime and holding UMBC to its second lowest output of the year at 39 points.  The game pits two of
the top scorers in the league as UMBC’s Matea Pender, with a 15.4 ppg average, will go up against
Hartford’s Danielle Hood, who is averaging 15.1 ppg on the year.

Amongst the many accolades in Stern's file are the WBCA
District III Coach of the Year and the Peach Belt Conference Coach of the
Year award he received after taking a 5-22 squad three years later to the
NCAA Division II Tournament.  Stern almost had the same success with
UMBC.  In his first year with the Retrievers, who missed the conference

tournament the prior year, Stern took UMBC to a game away from the NCAA Division I Tournament as
they reached the NEC title game.  Stern is looking to continue the revitalization of the Retrievers as they
continue to grow in the mid-major America East Conference.  

NNeewwss  aanndd  NNootteess......
Strong  Conference  Start...America East women's
basketball teams are off to a strong 56-39
(.589) combined start to the 2005-06 non-con-
ference season. As a conference, America East
currently ranks 13th in the nation in The
Collegiate Basketball News Women's RPI Report,
but more importantly, is fourth among I-AA con-
ferences. Only the Colonial (eighth), Missouri
Valley (11th) and Atlantic 10 (ninth) are higher
ranking I-AA leagues. America East boasts three
teams with RPIs in the top 100. Due in large part
to the Seawolves win over ranked Temple, Stony
Brook leads the conference teams with an RPI of
28, followed by Hartford (66) and Boston
University (91).
