Retriever Gameday ...

Game Notes: UMBC against Albany is the Retrievers 17th game of the season, sixth in the America East
Conference and sixth at home. The game marks the fifth all-time meeting between the two programs with
Albany holding a 3-1 all-time advantage. UMBC is looking to make its way out of the conference cellar as
Albany sits just ahead of UMBC with a 1-4 league mark. The Retrievers are hosting Mid-Day Madness at
the RAC on Thursday, with approximately 800 elementary and middle school students attending the game
as part of a field trip to UMBC. The Retrievers are expecting one of the largest crowds in women'’s basket-
ball history to enter the RAC as two of the leagues top three-point shooters go head-to-head. Albany’s Jen
Schumacher in 16 games this season has fired up 99 three-point attempts, averaging 2.00 per game.
UMBC’s Matea Pender ranks 21st in the nation at 44.9 percent from three-point range, averaging 2.19 treys
per game.

Retriever Quick Shots ...

® The Retrievers shooting woes as of late continued against Maine as the Retrievers shot under 40.0 per-
cent from the field for the third time in the last four games. UMBC was 5-for-18 from the three-point arc,
a normal strength for the UMBC offense. Matea Pender was held to two points, her lowest output of the
season. Brittnie Hughes produced some positive light as the junior point guard broke out of a 4-for-30
slump, going 6-of-15 from the field for 13 points in the game. Hughes added six assists and a career high
seven rebounds as well.

® Senior Matea Pender is looking to break out for the Retrievers after scoring season low points the last
three games. Pender, whose only non-double digit performance prior to the last three games, was a nine
point performance against Longwood, has scored six, eight and two points in the last three games for
UMBC. Pender, who leads the team in scoring and rebounding, did record a season-high eight boards
against Maine last time out. Pender has double figures in 12 of the Retrievers’ 16 games this season.
She has recorded 20-plus points four times this season, including a season-high 24 points against Boston
U. Pender for her career has 40 career double figure games.

® Senior Matea Pender, who last year led the nation in three-point field goal percentage for the majority
of the year and finished the year third in the country at 48.3 percent, ranks 21st in the nation as of games
through Jan. 23, 2006. Pender currently is averaging 44.9 percent from outside the arc, making 35-of-78
three-point field goals.

® UMBC in the last released NCAA statistics as of games through Jan. 23, 2006, ranked 9th in the nation
with 17.8 apg. The NCAA Statistics are released every Tuesday afternoon.

® UMBC against Albany is the Retrievers first game at home since Jan. 7 and the third since playing at
home on Dec. 10. UMBC'’s schedule has the Retrievers playing four of the first five league games on the
road and five for the first seven away from home. During UMBC first four road conference games, the
Retrievers have traveled approximately 3,286 miles, reaching the three farthest programs in the first three
weeks of league play. UMBC between Dec. 10 and Jan. 25 will have played eight games away from home,
compared to one home game.

Head Women's Basketball Coach Phil Stern is in his fourth season with
the Retrievers and 10th season as a collegiate head women's basket-
ball coach. Amongst the many accolades in Stern's file are the WBCA
District Il Coach of the Year and the Peach Belt Conference Coach of the
Year award he received after taking a 5-22 squad three years later to the
NCAA Division Il Tournament. Stern almost had the same success with
UMBC. In his first year with the Retrievers, who missed the conference
tournament the prior year, Stern took UMBC to a game away from the NCAA Division | Tournament as
they reached the NEC title game. Stern is looking to continue the revitalization of the Retrievers as they
continue to grow in the mid-major America East Conference.

News and Notes...

Strong Conference Start...America East women’s
basketball teams are a combined 57-40 (.588) in
the 2005-06 non-conference season. As a confer-
ence, America East currently ranks 12th in the
nation in The Collegiate Basketball News Women’s
RPI Report, but more importantly, is fourth among I-
AA conferences. Only the Colonial (eighth), Atlantic
10 (10th) and Missouri Valley (11th) are higher
ranking |-AA leagues. America East has never fin-
ished 12th in the final RPI for a season and only
once has it finished fourth among I-AA Conferences
(2001-02). America East boasts three teams with
RPIs in the top 100. Due in large part to the
Seawolves win over ranked Temple, Stony Brook
leads the conference teams with an RPI of 29, fol-
lowed by Hartford (40) and Boston University (86).

Lending a helping hand...UMBC leads the America
East Conference for the second consecutive season
in assists per game and ranks ninth in the NCAA
Statistics through games Jan. 23, 2006. The
Retrievers to date have recorded 17.4 apg. UMBC
has six games with 20-plus assists this season,
including 26 against Fairleigh Dickinson as the
Retrievers came one assist away from their single-
season mark of 27, set in 1985 against
Shippensburg. Brittnie Hughes dished out a career-
high 10 assists against Lafayette and is averaging
4.9 apg through 16 games this season. The junior
point guard has 78 assists on the year.

Pender Reaches All-Time Top-20 Scoring
Chart...Senior Matea Pender joined UMBC’s all-time
top-20 chart for points scored after recording 13
points against IPFW. Pender currently has 844
career points, 16th all-time. The last time UMBC
had an active member on the top-20 scoring list
was during the 2002-03 season. Pender is current-
ly on pace to reach 1,000 career points and
become the 15th Retriever to ever break the 1,000

Pender Becomes Fifth Retriever To Reach 100
Treys For Her Career...Senior Matea Pender record-
ed five treys against Drexel to become the fifth play-
er in UMBC history to reach 100 career three-point
baskets. Pender needs 10 treys to reach fourth on
UMBC'’s all-time three-point baskets made chart.
