Game Notes: UMBC against Albany is the Retrievers' 27th game of the season, 16th in the America East
Conference and 14th road game. The game marks the sixth all-time meeting between the two programs
with Albany holding a 3-2 all-time advantage. The game also marks the end of the regular season for both
teams. Earlier this season UMBC defeated Albany, 48-41, at UMBC as the Retrievers rallied from 10 points
down for the win, snapping a five-game slide and sparking a six-game win streak. UMBC will be looking to
go on another win streak and add to its best season in the America East Conference as the Retrievers go
for a .500 season in league play at 8-8. Albany with two conference wins is looking to build some momen-
tum as they head into the conference tournament.

Retriever Quick Shots ...

® Conference Picture Coming Into Focus...The University of Hartford (22-3, 14-1 America East) has
secured the top seed for the upcoming nine-team conference tournament. The Hawks will host the league
championship on March 9-12 at Chase Arena at Reich Family Pavilion. By virtue of Boston University's (16-
10, 9-6) loss to Maine on Wednesday night, Stony Brook University (18-8, 11-4) has clinched the No. 2
seed, while the Terriers will be the No. 3 seed. University of New Hampshire (15-12, 7-9) has wrapped up
the No. 6 spot and will take on Boston U. in the quarterfinals on March 10 at 2:30 p.m. Binghamton (15-
11, 8-7) and UMBC (15-11, 7-8) are fighting for the fourth seed, but regardless of how that scenario plays
out, the two will meet in the quarterfinals at 8:30 p.m. The University of Maine (9-17, 5-10) and University
of Vermont (9-16, 5-10) are vying for the seventh seed and the right to stay out of the first round game of
the conference tournament. The University at Albany (6-20, 2-13) is locked into the ninth position. UMBC
was selected to finish ninth in the preseason poll and finished 10th in the league the last two years.

® Swarming Defense...UMBC'’s defense continues to be a daunting task for opponents as the Retrievers
rank first in field goal percentage defense, holding opponents to 37.2 percent shooting, fifth in three-point
field goal percentage defense, keeping opponents to 31.9 percent outside the arc and second in scoring
defense, holding opponents to 58.0 ppg.

® Rohde Keeping The Retrievers Rolling...UMBC'’s junior Sharri Rohde in conference games only ranks
second in field goal percentage at 58.2 percent, fourth in scoring at 15.3 ppg, eighth in assists at 3.00
apg and 10th in rebounding at 6.5 rpg, making her the only player to rank in the top-10 in all four cate-
gories in conference games. Rohde has earned two conference weekly honors during league play and tal-
lied 20-plus points on four occasions. The Retriever forward has

Head Women's Basketball Coach Phil Stern is in his fourth season with
the Retrievers and 10th season as a collegiate head women's basket-
ball coach. Amongst the many accolades in Stern's file are the WBCA
District Il Coach of the Year and the Peach Belt Conference Coach of the
Year award he received after taking a 5-22 squad three years later to the
NCAA Division Il Tournament. Stern almost had the same success with
UMBC. In his first year with the Retrievers, who missed the conference
tournament the prior year, Stern took UMBC to a game away from the NCAA Division | Tournament as
they reached the NEC title game. Stern is looking to continue the revitalization of the Retrievers as they
continue to grow in the mid-major America East Conference.

Head coach Phil Stern continues to build the
UMBC women’s basketball program towards the
top of the America East Conference, having made
progressive steps forward each year. UMBC with
15 wins has surpassed its win total from the previ-
ous year for the second consecutive season.
Below are current notes on UMBC'’s growth this
season.

- UMBC’s 15 wins are seven more than its
2004-05 record of eight victories (UMBC recorded
four wins in 2003-04).

- UMBC’s seven additional wins this season
ranks UMBC as the ninth best improved team in
the nation (see chart on page 3)

- UMBC’s 15 wins secures UMBC with its first
.500 season since going 15-13 in 1993-94.

- UMBC’s 15 wins is the most regular season
wins since wining 17 regular season games during
the 1990-91 season.

- UMBC’s 15 wins is tied for the second most
wins since the Retrievers turned Division-l1 in
1986-87. UMBC'’s top seasons came in 1990-91
(17 wins), 1986-87 (15 wins), 1993-94 (15 wins).

- UMBC's six-game win streak (ended Feb. 14,
2006), was the longest since joining the America
East Conference.
