
RETRIEVER UPDATE:  UMBC concluded its non-conference
schedule, as well as its five-game road trip, last week with
two victories at the Battle at the Border Tournament in
Edinburg, Texas. The Retrievers ride its first three-game
winning streak of the season into tonight’s matchup with
America East rival Boston University. At 7-6 overall, UMBC
is above the .500 mark for the first time this year. Junior
guard Kristin Drabyn is the reigning America East Player of
the Week after averaging 19.0 ppg and drilling nine three-
pointers in Texas. Senior forward Sharri Rohde leads the
team with 15.1 ppg and 7.5 rpg on the season. UMBC is
the only school in the America East with three players
ranking in the conference’s top 10 in scoring (Rohde 4th,
Hughes 8th, Drabyn 9th).

TERRIER UPDATE: The Boston University Terriers are 8-5
on the season and coming off a 71-43 loss to No. 3 Duke
on Saturday at the Dartmouth Tournament. Prior to the
defeat, the Terriers had won three in a row and five of their
last six games. Katie Meinhardt leads the team and ranks
second in the conference with 16.1 ppg, while Erica
Kovach is averaging a team-best 7.0 rpg.

Who’s Up Next: The Retrievers host America East rival
Stony Brook on Jan. 7 at 4 p.m. before hitting the road to
take on conference foe Albany on Jan. 10.

Head Women's Basketball Coach Phil Stern is in his fifth season with the
Retrievers and 11th season as a collegiate head women's basketball
coach.  Among the many accolades in Stern's file are the 2001-02
WBCA District III Coach of the Year and Peach Belt Conference Coach of
the Year, which he received after taking a USC Aiken squad that finished
5-22 in 1999 to the NCAA Division II Tournament three years later.
Stern almost had the same success with UMBC.  In his first year with the

Retrievers, who missed the Northeast Conference tournament the prior year, Stern took UMBC to the
NEC title game.  Stern is looking to continue the revitalization of the Retrievers as they continue to grow
in the mid-major America East Conference. In 2005-06, he led UMBC to its first winning season since
1993-94 with a 15-13 record, turning around a team that finished 8-20 the year before.

News and Notes...
For Starters: UMBC has won three straight games
for the first time this season and has also moved
above the .500 mark for the first time at 7-6. UMBC
opens the season 7-6 for the first time since 1998-
99, when the Retrievers finished 13-14 overall and
11-9 in Northeast Conference play.

Three in a Row: UMBC is riding its first winning
streak of the season after alternating wins and loss-
es since the second game of the year. The three
consecutive victories are the most by the Retrievers
since a six-game win streak that ran from Jan. 26-
Feb. 12, 2006.

Drabyn Named Player of the Week: Junior guard
Kristin Drabyn was named America East Player of
the Week on Tuesday after averaging 19.0 ppg at
the Battle at the Border Tournament. Drabyn set
new career highs for scoring in each contest with 18
and 20 points, respectively. She drilled nine three-
pointers in two games, including a career-best six
against Texas State, and shot 56.5 percent (13-for-
23) from the field in the tournament. The Player of
the Week award is the first of Drabyn’s career and
UMBC’s second of the season. Senior forward
Sharri Rohde earned the honor on Dec. 3.

Rohde’s Start Streak: Senior forward Sharri Rohde
started all 28 games last season for the third year
in a row. With a start in each of the first 13 games
this season, she has extended her start streak to 97
games and moved into sole possession fourth place
all-time at UMBC for career starts. Rohde is on pace
to break UMBC’s record for most career starts on
Feb. 7 at Stony Brook.

Home Sweet Home: The Retrievers return home
after a five-game road trip concluded last week at
the Battle at the Border Tournament in Edinburg,
Texas. UMBC was 4-1 during the road trip, its only
loss coming at in-state rival Mount St. Mary’s. The
Retrievers are playing at the RAC Arena for the first
time since a loss to Navy on Dec. 6.

Rohde Nears 1,000: Senior forward Sharri Rohde is
just 21 points away from becoming the 15th player
in UMBC history to score 1,000 career points. With
15 points against Texas State last week, she
passed former teammate Matea Pender for 15th
all-time with 979 points. Next on her list is Monica
Logan (’99) with 1,036.

Double-Double: The Retrievers posted three double-
doubles in two games to start the month of
December. Senior forward Sharri Rohde recorded
the third and fourth of her career with 17 points and
10 rebounds at American on Nov. 28, and 23 points
and 10 boards at Fairleigh Dickinson on Dec. 2.
Junior forward Amanda Robinson also posted a
double-double against the Knights, scoring a
career-high 22 points and grabbing a career-best
12 rebounds. Prior to that week, no UMBC player
had recorded a double-double since March 4,
2006, when Robinson scored 11 points and
grabbed 11 rebounds at Albany. Rohde posted her
third double-double of the season last night against
Texas A&M-Corpus Christi with 17 points and a
career-high 12 rebounds.

INSIDE THE SERIES...
Tonight’s game marks the eighth all-time meeting between UMBC and Boston University, and the Terriers
hold a 5-2 advantage. The first meeting occurred on Dec. 27, 1991, at the LaSalle Tournament, a 76-64
victory for Boston U. The Terriers took the first three games in the series before UMBC won, 59-51, on Jan.
12, 2005 in Boston. As America East Conference rivals, the teams have met twice a year since 2004, and
the Terriers have never lost in RAC Arena.

In the last meeting, Feb. 9, 2006, the Retrievers came away with a 63-57 victory during their six-game con-
ference winning streak. Forward Sharri Rohde scored a career-high 23 points for UMBC, while Matea
Pender scored 17. Erica Kovach led the Terriers with 15 points.

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Join the Club: Senior forward Sharri Rohde posted
her 500th career rebound on Dec. 19 at Rider and
is just 21 points from 1,000 in her career. She is on
pace to become just the 10th Retriever ever to
reach both milestones, and she is the 13th player in
UMBC history to amass 500 rebounds. Next on her
list is Karen Woodard (’90) with 533.

Seeing Double: Senior forward Sharri Rohde has
scored in double figures in each of her last five
games and 11 out of 13 overall, while junior guard
Kristin Drabyn has reached double digits in three
straight and eight of her last 10 games and nine
times overall. Senior point guard Brittnie Hughes
has also reached the 10-point plateau eight times
this season.

20/20: There have been seven 20-point perform-
ances by Retrievers this year, three by senior for-
ward Sharri Rohde, who reached the 20-point
plateau in two consecutive games earlier this
month. Senior point guard Brittnie Hughes has
done it twice, while junior forward Amanda
Robinson and junior guard Kristin Drabyn have also
accomplished the feat. Rohde and Hughes have
each scored a team-high 23 this season.

Lending a Helping Hand: The Retrievers rank sec-
ond in the America East and 62nd in the NCAA with
15.31 assists per game, and after talling a career-
high and conference-best 12 dishes against Texas
State, senior point guard Brittnie Hughes leads the
league and ranks 62nd in the nation with 5.15 apg.
The Retrievers are averaging 19.0 apg in the last
three games, and Hughes has averaged 7.67 apg in
that span. UMBC dished out a season-high 26
assists on Dec. 2 at Fairleigh Dickinson, just one
shy of the school record of 27 set against
Shippensburg on Dec. 2, 1985. Hughes (7) and
senior forward Sharri Rohde (8) combined for 15 of
the team’s 26 assists in the game. The Retrievers
also lead the league with a 0.96 assist-to-turnover
ratio, and two Retrievers rank in the top 10 in that
category - sophomore center Mackenzie Butler (5th,
1.54) and Hughes (8th, 1.26).

Coaching Milestones: UMBC head coach Phil Stern
is on the brink of two milestones. Last week’s victo-

ry over Texas State was the 142nd win of his career
and his 48th at UMBC, leaving him eight shy of 150
career victories and two shy of 50 wins at the
Retriever helm.

Helping Hand, Part II: Senior point guard Brittnie
Hughes and senior forward Sharri Rohde are
UMBC’s active career leaders in assists with 286
and 275, respectively. They rank eighth and ninth
all-time in Retriever history. Rohde entered the sea-
son with 22 more dishes in her career than Hughes,
but the point guard has averaged 5.15 helpers per
game with a career-best 12 on Dec. 29 against

Texas State to gain the lead. 

Block Party: Junior forward Amanda Robinson
blocked a season-high five shots - one off her
career high - on Dec. 29 against Texas State. She
has 13 blocks in her last six games and is tied with
senior forward Sharri Rohde for fourth in the confer-
ence with 1.15 bpg. Rohde, UMBC’s active blocks
leader, ranks fifth all-time with 78 career blocks,
while Robinson moved into 10th place with 64.

Big D: One of the stingiest defenses in the America
East conference, UMBC leads the league and ranks
28th in the NCAA in field goal percentage defense
(.355) and ranks third the conference and 54th in
the nation in scoring defense (58.5 ppg) and
turnover margin (+2.92 tpg). The Retrievers have
held opponents below 20 points in a half four times
this season - Dec. 29 against Texas State (15/1st),
Dec. 9 at Longwood (16/1st), Nov. 21 vs. Towson
(17/1st) and Dec. 28 against Texas A&M-Corpus
Christi (18/1st). Similarly, UMBC has held oppo-
nents below 20 percent shooting in a period in four
games - Nov. 26 vs. NJIT (16.7 percent/2nd), Dec.
28 vs. Texas A&M-Corpus Christi (17.9 percent/1st),
Dec. 29 vs. Texas State (18.2 percent/1st) and Dec.
9 at Longwood (18.5 percent/1st). 

Three’s Company: Junior guard Kristin Drabyn leads
the America East and ranks 53rd in the nation with
2.38 three-pointers made per game and ranks 10th
in the conference with a .348 three-point field goal
percentage. Drabyn drilled nine of 18 triples in two
games at the Battle at the Border Tournament last
week, including a career-high six against Texas
State on Dec. 29. It was the most three-pointers
made by a Retrievers since Ana Goncharova con-
nected on nine on Jan. 29, 2005 against Stony
Brook. As a team, UMBC ranks second in the
America East and 54th in the NCAA in three-point-
ers made per game (5.92) and fourth in the confer-
ence in three-point percentage (.336). Senior point
guard Brittnie Hughes is shooting 43.9 percent
from long distance, second-best in the conference,

and ranks ninth with 1.38 treys per game.

Master Thieves: Senior forward Sharri Rohde entered the
season as UMBC’s active leader in career steals, 10
ahead of classmate Brittnie Hughes. But Hughes has aver-
aged 2.15 steals per game in 2006-07 for a team-best 28
and with 120 steals in her career, she has swiped the lead
from Rohde, who has recorded 17 steals in 13 games for
119 in four years. Hughes ranks fourth in the America East
in the category, while the Retrievers rank fourth as a team
with 8.23 steals per game.

Drabyn for Three: In her third season at UMBC, junior
shooting guard Kristin Drabyn is moving up a number of
UMBC charts involving three-pointers. Drabyn currently
ranks second all-time with a .373 career shooting percent-
age from long distance and 12th with 57 career three-
point field goals. In addition, Drabyn’s 31 triples and 89
attempts this season are the fifth-most ever by a Retriever
junior.

Hot and Cold: After shooting less than 40 percent in seven
of their last 10 games, UMBC had their two best shooting
performances of the season last week at the Battle at the
Border Tournament, with field goal percentages of .500
against Texas A&M-Corpus Christi and .489 against Texas
State.

On the Glass: Senior forward Sharri Rohde ranks second

in the America East Conference with 7.5 rebounds per
game, 2.5 more rebounds per contest than her career
average entering the season. Junior forward Amanda
Robinson also ranks 10th in the league with 5.5 rpg.
However, the Retrievers have been out-rebounded by near-
ly eight boards per game this season, the worst margin in
the conference, and have only won the rebounding battle
three times. 

At the Line: The Retrievers rank seventh in the America
East in free throw percentage (.655); but after shooting a
season-worst 48.4 percent from the charity stripe against
Navy on Dec. 6, UMBC shot better than 70 percent in four
straight games. Senior forward Sharri Rohde ranks ninth
in the America East at 72.0 percent and has made 26 of
her last 31 attempts. Junior guard Kristin Drabyn is 13-for-
14 on the year and has not missed since the season open-
er at George Washington.

Hoosier State Trio: Three Retrievers hail from Indiana, and
all three are finding regular playing time. Senior forward
Sharri Rohde leads the team with 15.1 ppg and 7.5 rpg
and has started 97 games in a row. Junior guard Kristin
Drabyn has started every game so far this season and is
averaging 11.4 ppg, while senior Heather Luttrell has
started five games.

New Kid on the Block: Freshman guard Carlee Cassidy has
scored 33 of her 49 points this season in two games. She
scored a career-high 17 against Coppin State and 16 at
American. Cassidy earned her first career start at Fairleigh
Dickinson but did not score in 10 minutes of action.

UMBC Picked Sixth in Preseason Poll: The Retrievers were
selected to finish sixth in the America East in a vote of the
conference’s head coaches, the program’s highest pre-
season billing since joining the America East in 2003. In a
crowded middle-third of the conference, UMBC is just four
points out of fourth place.
