Head Women's Basketball Coach Phil Stern is in his fifth season with the
Retrievers and 11th season as a collegiate head women's basketball
coach. Among the many accolades in Stern's file are the 2001-02
WBCA District Il Coach of the Year and Peach Belt Conference Coach of
the Year, which he received after taking a USC Aiken squad that finished
5-22 in 1999 to the NCAA Division Il Tournament three years later.
Stern almost had the same success with UMBC. In his first year with the
Retrievers, who missed the Northeast Conference tournament the prior year, Stern took UMBC to the
NEC title game. Stern is looking to continue the revitalization of the Retrievers as they continue to grow
in the mid-major America East Conference. In 2005-06, he led UMBC to its first winning season since
1993-94 with a 15-13 record, turning around a team that finished 8-20 the year before.

INSIDE THE SERIES...

Tonight's game marks the eighth all-time meeting between UMBC and Binghamton, and the Bearcats hold
a b-2 series advantage. The first meeting occurred on Jan. 28, 2004, a 61-48 victory for host Binghamton.
The Bearcats took the first two games in the series before UMBC won, 50-46, on Jan. 22, 2005, at the
Binghamton Events Center. The teams alternated victories over the next two seasons, but the Bearcats have
won two in a row, including an America East Tournament quarterfinals matchup in 2006. As conference
rivals, the teams have met twice a year since UMBC joined the league in 2004, and the Retrievers are 1-2

against Binghamton at the RAC Arena.

In the last meeting, March 10, 2006, the Bearcats came away with a 72-66 overtime victory in the America
East Tournament quarterfinals. UMBC led by six with 1:05 left in the game, but Rachel Laws scored five of
the Bearcats final eight points to tie the game. In overtime, the lead changed hands twice before Laws gave
Binghamton the lead for good. She led all scorers with 26 points and 10 rebounds, while Sharri Rohde led

the Retrievers with 14 points.

ers in two games, including a career-best six
against Texas State, and shot 56.5 percent (13-for-
23) from the field in the tournament. The Player of
the Week award is the first of Drabyn’s career and
UMBC’s second of the season. Senior forward
Sharri Rohde earned the honor on Dec. 3.

Seeing Double: Senior forward Sharri Rohde has
scored in double figures in each of her last eight
games - the second-longest streak in the confer-
ence - and 14 out of 16 overall, while junior guard
Kristin Drabyn has reached double digits in 10 of
her last 13 games and 11 times overall. Senior
point guard Brittnie Hughes has also reached the
10-point plateau 11 times this season, including
five of the last six. Drabyn had her five game dou-
ble-figure streak snapped atr Albany when she was
held scoreless.

Coaching Milestones: UMBC head coach Phil Stern
is on the brink of two milestones. Last Thursday’s
victory over Boston University was the 143rd win of
his career and his 49th at UMBC, leaving him seven
shy of 150 career victories and one shy of 50 wins
at the Retriever helm.

Lending a Helping Hand: The Retrievers rank third
in the America East and 69th in the NCAA with
14.75 assists per game, and senior point guard
Brittnie Hughes leads the league and ranks 47th in
the nation with 4.69 apg. UMBC dished out a sea-
son-high 26 assists on Dec. 2 at Fairleigh
Dickinson, just one shy of the school record of 27
set against Shippensburg on Dec. 2, 1985. Hughes
(7) and senior forward Sharri Rohde (8) combined
for 15 of the team’s 26 assists in the game.

Helping Hand, Part 1l: Senior point guard Brittnie
Hughes and senior forward Sharri Rohde are
UMBC'’s active career leaders in assists with 294
and 285, respectively. They rank eighth and ninth
all-time in Retriever history. Rohde entered the sea-
son with 22 more dishes in her career than Hughes,
but the point guard has averaged 4.69 helpers per
game this season, with a career-best 12 on Dec. 29
against Texas State to gain the lead.

Master Thieves: Senior forward Sharri Rohde
entered the season as UMBC’s active leader in
career steals, 10 ahead of classmate Brittnie
Hughes. But Hughes has averaged 1.94 steals per
game in 2006-07 for a team-best 31, and with 123
steals in her career, she has caught up with Rohde,
who has recorded 24 steals in 16 games for 126 in
four years. Rohde ranks 14th all-time in UMBC his-
tory, while Hughes ranks 16th. Hughes also ranks
fifth in the America East in the category, while the
Retrievers rank fourth as a team with 8.38 steals
per game. Rohde has averaged 2.33 steals per
game in three America East contests, tied for third-
best in the conference.
