RETRIEVER UPDATE: The Retrievers defeated Vermont, 65-55, in their latest
outing behind four players in double-figures, including Courtney Doughman
who came off the bench to score 15 points. Doughman hit a trey to put UMBC
up 10-9 with 10:04 left in the first half as the Retrievers never trailed again.
Doughman scored 10 of her 15 points in the second half to go along with 14
points by Anastasia Goncharova and 11 points by Maria Brown. Erin Voss was
also in double figures as she came off the bench to tally a career-high 10 points.
UMBC had a great second half as the Retrievers, who lead conference play in
field goal percentage, shot 54.5 percent (12-of-22) from the field and 58.3 per-
cent (7-of-12) from three-point range in the second stanza.

Phil Stern has developed a reputation as a coach who takes
struggling programs and skyrockets them to the top of their conference. In his first season
at UMBC in 2002-03, he certainly did not disappoint. Last season, Stern led the Retrievers to
their first ever conference championship game, just a year after the team failed to even
qualify for the eight-team tournament. Stern's squad, after learning his system of play, made
great strides, finishing the season ranked as one of the top ball handling and defensive teams
in the country. The Retrievers ranked third in the NCAA last season in turnovers per game
(12.1) compared to 48th in 2001-02 and finished last year 10th overall in scoring defense
(55.2 ppg) in the NCAA as opposed to 32nd in 2001-02. Stern’s recent success does not just
date back to last season as Stern, prior to his arrival at UMBC, spent four season at the
University of South Carolina-Aiken (Division Il), where he revitalized a floundering program,
going 64-47 with the Lady Pacers and earning WBCA District 11l Coach of the Year while tak-
ing his squad to the NCAA Division Il Tournament.

Week...Freshman Courtney Doughman was
named by the America East as Wilson Rookie of
the Week for the week ending Jan. 25.
Doughman had an outstanding week averaging
14.0 points per game en route to picking up the
conference's weekly honors and becoming the
first ever UMBC women's basketball player to
earn a conference weekly award. Doughman,
who came off the bench as a reserve in both
games on the week, scored a career-high 17
points against conference leader Maine.
Doughman hit 6-of-9 shots from the field and 5-
of-6 from three-point range in 24 minutes of
work. On the week the 5-8 guard shot 66.7 per-
cent (10-of-15) from the floor and 80.0 percent
(8-0f-10) from three-point range.

From Down Town...The Retrievers in the latest
NCAA statistics (games as of Jan. 26) rank 10th in
the country in three-point field goals per game
with an average of 7.4. The Retrievers have
been strong from behind the arc in their last five
games, shooting 43.2 percent from three-point
range.
